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Yes. If you are exposed to the sun, even through a car window, wear either sunscreen or
protective clothing with sun blocking capabilities. This advice applies to all skin types, colors and
ages.

Using sun protection is a year-round, no exceptions recommendation. Do this even on cloudy,
foggy, or snowy days. UVA radiation is a constant threat, and although you won’t get a sunburn
from it, you can still get cancer. Tanning beds are especially harmful and associated with
increased risk of melanoma.
